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APPLICATION CASE STUDY : CRAWLSPACE INSULATION RENOVATION

Synopsis:
v lcynene® lowered heating energy consumption by 29%
v lcynene® allowed for the elimination of extra heating equipment
v leynene® was a major element in the mold remediation program
v lcynene® provided a more comfortable living space for tenants

The Problem

The Village at Fox Point is a 56 building, 450 unit housing project originally constructed in 1949.The buildings
and individual units were heated until the 1980’s by steam generated from a central plant and distributed
through underground pipes. During this time period, sufficient heat escaped from the steam pipes located in
the crawlspaces to prevent the plumbing pipes from freezing during the winter months. When steam was
eliminated in the late 1980's and individual heat and cooling units installed, plumbing pipes located in the
crawlspace began to freeze and break during the winter months. To correct the situation, heaters were
installed in the crawlspaces and operated during the cold months.

Over time, The Village at Fox Point fell into disrepair and became a problem within the Wilmington Delaware
community. In 1995, the property was purchased by owners who planned to renovate the complex and
create mid-priced rental units.
